» In October, the most significant shift was a big rise in bond yields,
reversing much of the move in Q3, which meant that bonds had a
poor month, in turn weighing on valuations across most asset classes
(with the notable exception of gold). Against this backdrop, trading
activity was significant in October.
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We added the Candriam Global High Yield fund, a strategy focused
on the higher quality, less cyclical and more sustainable parts of the
high yield fixed income universe which, coupled with falling inflation,
easier monetary policy and a supportive macroeconomic
environment, should deliver strong risk-adjusted returns.
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Early in the month, we reduced the portfolio's duration by taking
profits on some of the US Treasury allocation, which proved timely
